IRELAND

Ireland ( i/'atorlond/; Irish: Eire ['e:do] ( listen); Ulster-Scots: Airlann ['a:rlon]) is an island in the
North Atlantic separated from Great Britain to its east by the North Channel, the Irish Sea, and St George's
Channel. It is the second-largest island of the British Isles, trailing only Great Britain, the third-largest in
Europe, and the twentieth-largest on Earth.

Politically, Ireland is divided between the Republic of Ireland (officially also named Ireland), which
covers five-sixths of the island, and Northern Ireland, a part of the United Kingdom, which covers the
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remaining area and is located in the northeast of the island. In 2011 the population of Ireland was about 6.4
million, ranking it the second-most populous island in Europe after Great Britain. Just under 4.6 million
live in the Republic of Ireland and just over 1.8 million live in Northern Ireland.

The island's geography comprises relatively low-lying mountains surrounding a central plain, with
several navigable rivers extending inland. The island has lush vegetation, a product of its mild but
changeable climate which avoids extremes in temperature. Thick woodlands covered the island until the
Middle Ages. As of 2013, the amount of land that is wooded in Ireland is about 11% of the total, compared
with a European average of 35%. There are 26 extant mammal species native to Ireland. The Irish climate
is very moderated and classified as oceanic. As a result, winters are milder than expected for such a

northerly area. However, summers are cooler than those in Continental Europe. Rainfall and cloud cover
are abundant.

Prehistoric Ireland saw the arrival of humans after 8000 BC. Gaelic Ireland had emerged by the 1st
century and lasted until the early 17th century. The island was Christianised from the 5th century onward.
Following the Norman invasion in the 12th century, England claimed sovereignty over Ireland. However,
English rule did not extend over the whole island until the 16th—17th century Tudor conquest, which led to
colonisation by settlers from Britain. In the 1690s, a system of Protestant English rule was designed to
materially disadvantage the Catholic majority and Protestant dissenters, and was extended during the 18th
century. With the Acts of Union in 1801, Ireland became a part of the United Kingdom. A war of
independence in the early 20th century was followed by the partition of the island, creating the Irish Free
State, which became increasingly sovereign over the following decades, and Northern Ireland which
remained a part of the United Kingdom. Northern Ireland saw much civil unrest from the late 1960s until
the 1990s. This subsided following a political agreement in 1998. In 1973, both parts of Ireland joined the
European Economic Community.

Irish culture has had a significant influence on other cultures, especially in the fields of literature.
Alongside mainstream Western culture, a strong indigenous culture exists, as expressed through Gaelic
games, Irish music, and the Irish language. The culture of the island has also many features shared with
Great Britain, including the English language, and sports such as association football, rugby, horse racing,
and golf.

Alexander Popov, the First Inventor of the Radio

Today, when powerful radio stations transmit the latest news all over the globe, and the remotest
corners of the world have the possibility to listen in, we realize how great is the name of Alexander Popov,
the first inventor of the radio.

It was about 100 years ago. At that time electrical engineering was a new science. Popov took great
interest in electricity and began to work at it. He made experiments with electric waves. But his work went
on under very hard conditions. He had neither money nor special equipment for his numerous experiments.
But in spite of all difficulties Popov did not stop his experiments. He spent all his money on his work and
made many parts of his equipment with his own hands.

On the 24th of March, 1896 a meeting took place in one of the auditoriums of the Petersburg
University.

The greatest scientists of the city were present at that meeting. Popov made a report about the results
of his work and demonstrated the first radiograms in the world.

After his report the government gave him permission to make his experiments on board a small ship.
And that was all. Again he had to work without any help.

At this time an Italian, Marconi, began making the same kind of experiments. He already knew about
Popov's experiments, and as he was a businessman he plagiarized Popov's ideas to make money out of
them. He wanted to show he was the first inventor of the radio. His mother was an Englishwoman. She
recommended him to go to England.

He packed his apparatus and in spring, 1896, left Italy for London. In London he found the protection
of rich businessmen and the English government, so that in June, 1897, he received a patent for his
invention and organized a commercial company named "The London Commercial Company of Marconi's
Wireless". This English company wanted to keep Popov in the background and gave ten thousand roubles
to a Russian newspaper which often printed articles about Marconi's work.

While the great Russian inventor lived and worked under very hard conditions, Marconi's company
already had a capital of 2,000,000 roubles.

It was only in 1899 that Popov could build a radio station. This was the first radio station in the
world.

In August 1903 Popov took part in the work of the first International Conference on the Wireless.
Marconi was also present at this conference, and tried to prove that he was the inventor of the radio. But
the French scientist Bourdulong protested against this. He got up and spoke about Popov and his great
invention.

In 1904, during the Russian-Japanese war, the government realized the importance of the wireless.
Ships could communicate at long distances only by means of the radio. Then the government gave money
and was ready to supply Popov with all the necessary equipment. But as it was wartime and there were no
instruments and no specialists in Russia, it was quite impossible to do anything.

Popov died in 1905.

A few years after Popov's death, the Russian Physical Society set up a commission to settle the
question of Popov's invention. This commission stated that Popov was the first inventor of the radio.

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3. Ash Cloud Halts More Flights to Russia

HEARTHROW AIRPORT, London — A volcanic ash cloud over Britain caused
more chaos for Russian travelers after flights to Moscow were cancelled from Saturday
night over fears for passenger safety.

But the last- minute cancellation of several flights prompted anger among
passengers scheduled to travel from Heathrow to Domodedovo on last night’s 10:35 pm
departure operated by Transaero and BMI.

The flight was cancelled less than an hour before take-off, with all passengers
checked in and waiting to board. One customer described it as “ ridiculous” that they had
not been told beforehand.

Anger and Confusion

And there was anger and confusion that Aeroflot flight to Sheremetyevo had taken
off moments before the BMI cancellation, while a 10730 pm flight to Israel was still
scheduled to leave.

A BMI costumer service official, who declined to give his name, said the company
did not know the reason for the cancellation but suggested that the British airline would not
want to risk its plane being stranded in Moscow for several days.

At the boarding desk a flight attendant simply gave the “as h cloud” as the reason
for the cancellation.

Staff at BMI’s customer service desk were busy finding hotel rooms for stranded
fliers but guests would be asked to check out at airport would close as the cloud continues to
spread.

Passengers were being offered seat on planes on Monday but at one of BMI’s desks
the advice was that services are unlikely to get off the ground in the morning and may not
reopen until Wednesday.

By Monday morning Heathrow announced that flight operations were expected to
resume at 7 am ( 10 am Moscow time) , and BMI- Transaero services to Moscow were
scheduled to depart normal on Monday morning. However, airport bosses also warned of
severe disruption to service as Britain’s air traffic controller imposed strict restrictions on
flight numbers in and out of the world’s business airport.

But the potential misery for travelers is not over yet-as the ash cloud drifted away
from Britain, Amsterdam’s Schiphol Airport announced it would close from 6 am local
time. Like HEATHROW, Schipol is a major international hub.

Delayed Reaction

Moscow’s airports seemed slow o react to the latest closures- the web site for
Sheremetyevo Airport reported no problems with the scheduled 10:25 am departure for
Amsterdam-even through on Schipol’s site it was already cancelled, with a warning for all
passengers to stay away from the airport and wait for further news.

Rhys Jones, who had already experienced difficulties getting to London from Dublin
in order to make the 10: 35 pm flight, was optimistic he would be able to arrive in Moscow
by Tuesday for the start of an international rugby tournament.

HE told The Moscow News that he would stay ina hotel provided by BMI before
trying his luck on Monday but was disappointed by how late they’d the announcement that
the service would not be running.( The Moscow News, No . 18,2012,p6)

The Political System of the United Kingdom

The United Kingdom of Great Britain is a parliamentary democracy with a constitutional monarch.
Queen Elizabeth 1, as head of State. The organs of government are: Parliament, the executive and the
judiciary, the legislature.

Parliament, is the supreme authority. It comprises two chambers — the House of Lords and the
House of Commons — together with the Queen in her constitutional role.

The executive consists of the central Government — that is the Prime Minister and Cabinet and other
ministers, who are responsible for initiating and directing the national policy government departments,
local authorities and public corporations.

The judiciary determines common law arid interprets status and is independent of both the legislature
and the executive.

The Government derives its authority from the elected House of Commons. A general election, for
all seats in the House of Commons, must be held at least every five years. The Government is normally
formed by the political party which is supported by the majority in the House of Commons. The party’s
leader is appointed Prime Minister by the Queen and chooses a team of ministers, of whom 20-or so are in
the Cabinet. The second largest party becomes the Official Opposition with its own leader and «Shadow
Cabinet». The House of Commons comprises members from the constituencies in England, Scotland,
Wales and Northern Ireland who represent people whose history and traditions differ.

The House of Lords is a hereditary Chamber.

In Great Britain there is no written constitution, only customs, traditions and precedents.

Education in Britain

In England and Wales compulsory school begins at the age of five, but before that age children can
go to a nursery school, also called play school. School is compulsory till the children are 16 years old.

In Primary School and First School children learn to read and write and the basis of arithmetic. In
the higher classes of Primary School (or in Middle School) children learn geography, history, religion
and, in some schools, a foreign language. Then children go to the Secondary School.

When students are 16 years old they may take an exam in various subjects in order to have a
qualification. These qualifications can be either G.C.S.E. (General Certificate of Secondary Education)
or "O level” (Ordinary level). After that students can either leave school and start working or continue
their studies in the same school as before. If they continue, when they are 18, they have to take further
examinations which are necessary for getting into university or college.

Some parents choose private schools for their children. They are very expensive but considered to
provide a better education and good job opportunities.

In England there are 47 universities, including the Open University which teaches via TV and radio,
about 400 colleges and institutes of higher education. The oldest universities in England are Oxford and
Cambridge. Generally, universities award two kinds of degrees: the Bachelor's degree and the Master's
degree.

1. Matryoshka

A wooden girl in a brightly patterned sarafan and a kerchief is the most popular souvenir
from Russia. The name Matryoshka came from the common Russian woman’s name Matryona. But
the idea came to Russia from Japan at the end of XI1X century.

The doll splits in two and another girl reveals, then another and another.

Most dolls have 5 to 7 pieces but some sets are really big and have 30 or 50 pieces. The biggest
piece is 1 metre high and the smallest is 1 centimeter high.

Some of them represent characters from Russian literature, fairy tales and politics.

The most famous schools are: Polkhov Maidan, Semyonov, Sergiev Posad and

others.

2. Lacquer boxes.
Lacquer boxes originated in later XVIII century and are among the most splendid and distinctive

of Russia’s achievements.
The articles, are made of papier-mache' and are decorated with miniature painting, which brings real

value to the
boxes.

There are 4 main centres of this art: Fedoskino, Palekh, Mstera and Kholui.

The technique needs a lot of time and efforts. Sometimes it takes two years to produce one box.

Most boxes are decorated with depictions of domestic everyday scenes, but there are also
historical and mythological subjects, landscapes and portraits. The most favorite subjects are rides.

Technique of lacquer boxes.

It takes sometimes 2 months to make a lacquer box of paper-mache. Thin sheets of cardboard
are shaped in different forms: oval, round, square, rectangular and glued together. Sometimes craftsmen
use 12 layers. Then they are dried for 3 or 15 days, after that they are placed in linseed oil bath for a
day. Then masters dry them in oven for 2-3 days at the temperature 100 C. After that each box is
covered with 3 layers of oil paints. Each layer is dried for 1 day. Then they are polished and covered
with lacquer. They get their names from many layers of lacquer that provide a stunning shine to the box.
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Boxes are extremely well crafted. Many artists prefer to paint on paper- mache boxes because this
material isn’t influenced by atmospheric changes and avoid cracking.

Painting on lacquer boxes.

But it’s the miniature painting that brings real value to the boxes and pins. It sometimes takes a
year to paint a miniature on it. Artists must be patient to spend long hours working on small intricate
sections of their composition. They use strong magnifying glasses and fine brushes made of squirrel’s
tail. Painting is made free-hand. Palekh painters use tempera, an egg yolk and add water with
vinegar. Artists from Fedoskino, Mstera and Kholui use oil paints. When painting is finished the gold
work begins. Then they polish it with a wolf’s tooth which is remarkably smooth.

One can’t help admiring those beautiful breathtaking miniatures. People call them “small miracle of
Russia”. They are charming and attractive.

3.Khokhloma utensils
Khokhloma is one of the most famous crafts and it appeared 300years ago. The word

”Khokhloma” is the name of an ancient trade settlement in Nizhegorodsky region, but the things are
made in the town of Semyonov. Inexhaustible treasures of Khokhloma art are based on surface and
background painting.

Each work of Khokhloma craftsmen has unique identity.
Pattern of every masterpiece is never repeated. The professional skills of this craft go from

one generation to another.. Its technique is genuine and energy taking.

“Khokhloma” technique.

The household utensils 1 are produced in the town of Semyonov but 2 are called
“khokhloma” because of the name of a Russian place where fairs 3 were held many years ago. Each
item 4 ismade of linden tree.lt 5 isdried in a timbre for 2 years. Then pieces 6 arecut and 7 covered
with water and clay. If you come to the workshop you won’t see any gold painting at first, because
dishes 8 arepainted with tin or aluminium powder and then 9 arecovered with lacquer and 10 are
dried in the oven for 6 times. After that you can find the famous gold colour. Artists 11 paint different
patterns with black and red oil paints on this background. Gold 12 starts shining from inside. Pattern of
every masterpiece 13 is never repeated.

4.Zhostovo Trays.
Zhostovo is a major Russian folk art center world famous for its painted trays decorated with
bright bunches of flowers on the.black background.
Its founder Osip Vishnyakov opened a workshop of tray painted decoration in 1825. The
painters accumulated certain traditions of floral ornament and still life painting. They reproduce

beauty of nature and convey a sense of joy of life.

There are different shapes of trays: octahedral, rectangular, round, oval, figured and winged.

The early days of the Automobile

1. One of the earliest attempts to propel a vehicle by mechanical power was suggested by Isaac Newton.
But the first self-propelled vehicle was constructed by the French military engineer Cugnot in 1763. He
built a steam-driven engine which had three wheels, carried two passengers and run at maximum speed
of four miles. The supply of steam lasted only 15 minutes and the carriage had to stop every 100 yards
to make more steam.

2. In 1825 a steam engine was built in Great Britain. The vehicle carried 18 passengers and covered 8
miles in 45 minutes. However, the progress of motor cars met with great opposition in Great Britain.

3. In Russia there were cities where motor cars were outlawed altogether. When the editor of the local
newspaper in the city of Uralsk bought a car, the governor issued these instructions to the police:
«When the vehicle appears in the streets, it is to be stopped and escorted to the police station, where its
driver is to be prosecuted».

4. From 1860 to 1900 was a period of the application of gasoline engines to motor cars in many
countries. The first to perfect gasoline engine was N. Otto who introduced the four-stroke cycle of
operation. By the time motor cars got a standard shape and appearance.

In 1896 a procession of motor cars took place from London to Brighton to show how reliable the new
vehicles were.

The cars of that time were very small, two-seated cars with no roof, driven by an engine placed under
the seat. Motorist had to carry large cans of fuel and separate spare tyres, for there were no repair or
filling stations to serve them.

After World War 1 it became possible to achieve greater reliability of motor cars, brakes became more
efficient. Multi-cylinder engines came into use; most commonly used are four-cylinder engines.

5. Gradually the development of vehicles driven by international combustion engine — cars, as they had
come to be known, led to the abolition of earlier restrictions. Huge capital began to flow into the
automobile industry.

From 1908 to 1924 the number of cars in the world rose from 200 thousand to 20 million; by 1960 it
had reached 60 million!

They have several clubs such as
Antique Automobile Club. Collectors can also advertise in the magazine published by their clubs. The
best collection-100 old cars of great rarity — is in possession of William Harrah.

Environmentally Friendly Cars
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Many of the world’s cities lie under a permanent blanket of smog. People are concerned about global
warming, and fuel prices just keep going up and up. In recent years car manufacturers have been put
under pressure to invent a vehicle that is both cheaper to run and better for the environment.

One of the first ideas which car manufacturers tried, was to replace engines which run on fossil fuels
with electric motors. Unfortunately, these vehicles had several drawbacks and they didn’t sell very well.
The problems were that the batteries of these electric cars ran out very quickly and took a long time to
recharge.

Car manufacturers have improved the concept so that environmentally friendly cars can now be efficient
and economical as well. The hybrid car, which has both an electric motor and

a traditional petrol engine, comes in. The electric motor never needs to be recharged and it is much
better for the planet than a traditional car.

In a hybrid car, the engine is controlled by a computer which determines whether the car runs on petrol,
electricity, or both. When the car needs maximum power, for example, if it is accelerating or climbing a
steep hill, it uses all of its resources, whereas at steady speeds it runs only on petrol. When slowing
down or braking, the electric motor recharges its batteries.

Hybrid cars are made using materials such as aluminium and carbon fibre, which makes them extremely
light. Hybrid cars are better for the environment because they use far less petrol than normal cars, so
they produce less pollution.

Of course, hybrid cars aren’t perfect; they still run on fossil fuel an so pollute the environment to some
extent. However, they may be the first step along the road to cleaner, ‘greener’ cars. Car manufacturers
are already working on vehicles which run on hydrogen. The only emission from these cars is harmless
water vapour. These are still some way in the future, though, as designers need to think of cheap and
safe ways of producing, transporting and storing hydrogen, but at last, it looks like we might be heading
in the right direction.
